Dear Notre Dame Parents:

In today’s demanding society, the ability to read well in a range of subject areas has become increasingly important to a student’s success.  In an effort to hone this skill in our students, we at Notre Dame are extending our summer program beyond required reading for English classes.  Depending on the courses students have registered for and their year of graduation, they will have additional reading.  Some of these books contain background information about a subject or, as is the case with the math assignments, may be preparatory or supplemental material for assigned course work they will have during the year.  

All students, even though they may not have the course during first trimester, will be assessed in TA on the selections they read when they begin the new academic year.  

Though the types of assessments may vary by instructor, all of the assessments will carry the approximate weight of a test. The exceptions to the TA testing schedule are the math assignments that are due on the first day the class meets and the World Cultures assessments that will be given by trimester in class. All of the academic requirements students are responsible for can be accessed on our school’s website www.notredamehs.com.  The academic requirements are separated by year of graduation and course. Most of the reading selections can be borrowed from the public library or even accessed on line in an e-text.  Some of the book choices your son makes may contain brief sections with adult themes or strong language.  For those courses that offer only one title, alternative selections may be requested.

Calculus and Advanced Placement Calculus – for both juniors and seniors taking this class

Dear Calculus (To be) Student,

           I am awaiting your arrival to either the AP Calculus class or the Honors Calculus class. Calculus requires that you know Algebra extremely well. I require that you demonstrate your ability by completing an assignment and then taking a test on what you have studied. We use Just in Time; Algebra & Trigonometry for Early Transcendental Calculus by Guntram Mueller + Ronald I. Brent published by Pearson/Addison/Wesley, 2006, ISBN 0-321-32050-6. This is a supplemental text used as a resource for Calculus. Each student must get this book, read each section, keep a log of the reading, do some assigned examples, and be able to pass a Mastery test on the material. Please do the assignments on loose leaf note paper and staple together or place in a binder. Complete and organize the assignments in order. Copy the examples from the book on loose leaf, show all work, and circle each answer. Read each section carefully and then, in your log, record the date and the section you read. Tell the topic and briefly describe in your own words how to do examples of that section. Then do the example assigned from that section. 

Next, look at the rest of the exercise set to see if there are any examples you do not know how to do.  If you cannot do an example, try to read the previous section again and look for an example similar to the one you cannot do. You could research the question by trying a different book or by going on the internet and searching. If you still can’t do the example, call one of your classmates who will also be taking Calculus next year and confer. Two heads are better than one. If all else fails, e-mail me at msanders@notredamehs.com . This should be a rare occurrence because most of you should be able to do the problems in the book. In a section you do have difficulty with, read the prior section, slowly and carefully, underlining or highlighting the key information and examples. When you think you know that material, try to do the problem again. Do extra problems if you require further practice and put these in your log for that specific section. Please review these extra examples. All this hard work will help you become a better student in Calculus and a better student in general. You will be better prepared for the SAT, ACT and Achievement Tests. Remember, the more examples you are capable of doing, the better you will do. The log and the assignment are due to me in our first class.

6/5/10 - Chap.1 Section 1: Multiplying and Dividing Fractions. Section also shows

how to reduce fractions by factoring the numerator and the denominator and canceling out the identical or opposite factors.

Sample of a Homework example

Example:  Page 4, # 4: (15/28)(12/5)(7/8)=(3/28)(12/1)(7/8) by canceling out 5 and  this result =(3/4)(12/1)(1/8) by canceling out 7 and this result =(3/1)(3/1)(1/8) by canceling out 4. There is no more canceling so we multiply above and below / and get 9/8.  (Circled since it is the answer) There are other ways to follow the method demonstrated. I might wish to do out for myself an algebraic example. Do it in exactly the way you do the homework (copy ex, show all work). Keep any extra examples in your daily log.
